You, Me and a Cup of Tea — Tutorial August 11, 2018
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1. Cut two pieces of Rich Razzleberry
Cardstock — 4 x 6.25” and 3.5 x 2.25”

2. Using the Simply Scored Scoring Tool,
score the larger piece of cardstock at 3”
and 3.25”

3. On the smaller piece of cardstock, cut off
the 4 tiny corner squares created by the
scoring tool. This will leave a cut out piece
that measures .5”. Fold on all score lines

4. Using the Big Shot and Framelit Dies, cut
the scallop edge and trim piece from
Whisper White Cardstock. Cut the Stitched
Oval from Whisper White Cardstock.
Stamp and apply to card as shown.

5. Apply Tear and Tape Adhesive to the
outside score areas on the two sides of the
smaller piece. Remove backing and adhere
to the right side of the larger cardstock.
This will create a pouch that is
approximately .25” deep to accommodate
a tea bag.

6. Cut a piece of ribbon approximately 18”
long. Adhere to front of card with Snail
Adhesive. Make sure to apply adhesive to
an area that will be hidden by the
completed label.




Stamp and cut the label elements as
shown, using Rich Razzleberry Ink,
Bermuda Bay, Coastal Cabana and Whisper
White Cardstock. Apply to card using Snail
Adhesive and Stampin’ Dimensionals. Be
sure to cover up the areas where ribbon
was attached in earlier step.

8.

Tie the bow and attach to card with Mini
Glue Dots. Add Tea Bag to inside of card.

Using the Tea Room Specialty Designer
Series Paper and the Envelope Punch
Board, create an envelope for the
dimensions of your card. Add a bit to the
size to accommodate the thickness of the
Tea Bag.
